Timeline:
August 15 - The taxonomy was submitted in accordance with the NRC deadline. However, this date was prior to new DGS appointments being finalized, so an updated taxonomy that included new DGS appointments was submitted on September 5.
August 25 - UK IRB approval received.  IRB approved all parts of the survey process, allowing the Graduate School to provide faculty and student lists that contain demographic and contact information (race/ethnicity, gender, mailing addresses, phone numbers, email addresses).
September 20 – each program will receive an electronic file (MS Excel) with eligible faculty participants by program to review and update.

September 20 – five programs will receive an electronic file (MS Excel) with eligible student participants by program to review and update. The Graduate School will be working with the selected 5 departments: Economics, English, Chemical Engineering, Neuroscience, and Physics 

October 2 - corrected faculty electronic files to be returned to Onecia Gibson, Onecia.gibson@uky.edu.  Corrections are to be made on the Excel spreadsheet, maintaining the original format. (Extremely important that format is preserved, otherwise the upload will be rejected.)
October 2 – corrected directory information files to be returned to Onecia Gibson, (campus address, home address, phone number, and email address) to be submitted for admitted to candidacy students in 5 fields:  Economics, English, Chemical Engineering, Neuroscience, and Physics Corrections are to be made on the Excel spreadsheet, maintaining the original format. (Extremely important that format is preserved, otherwise the upload will be rejected.)

November 1 – NRC to post the Faculty Questionnaire (web survey)  

Deadline not set – NRC to post the Student Questionnaire 

December 15 – Institutional Questionnaire due to NRC
December 15 – Program Questionnaires due to NRC

December 15 – Faculty Questionnaires due to NRC

December 15 – Student Questionnaire due to NRC

March/April – A random sample of faculty participants will be asked his or her degree of familiarity with the program and, if so, how he or she would rate the quality of the graduate program on a five-point scale.  A faculty will be eligible for selection only if he/she completes the faculty survey.
